Thank you for caring about preteen girls and for utilizing the Lil Shawnee series to help girls grow into women of faith. Each
book in the series can be read and enjoyed as it is. If you'd like to help girls dig deeper into the books and have lots of fun, you
may choose to use any of the Web-based resources provided here. This section gives an overview of the resources available,
as well as some options for how to use them.

Review and application questions

This section contains questions that help girls ensure content comprehension, discuss
the characters and their choices and actions, and explore personal application. After
girls have read each book, turn to these questions for some thoughtful discussion times.

Puzzles

Preteen girls enjoy solving puzzles. There is one puzzle for each book in the Lil
Shawnee series. The puzzles offer girls a cool way to review the books and just have
fun! Answer keys are provided for your convenience.

Posters with a purpose

What preteen girl doesn't like to doodle, color, and embellish things? Here are four
posters that will allow girls to showcase their creativity and at the same time reinforce
important messages from the Lil Shawnee series. Be sure to offer lots of different
supplies for girls to use to decorate the posters. Consider these: colored pencils,
markers, glitter pens, glitter glue, feathers, sequins, scraps of cardstock, construction
paper, fabric, buttons, eyelets, and lace. Give girls plenty of time to make their posters
beautiful, then consider covering the posters with clear self-adhesive paper to protect
them and help them last longer. Brainstorm places where girls may want to display their
posters: in a hallway, bulletin board or room at the church building, in their lockers at
school, in their room at home, in a notebook they use regularly.
